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“We know what we don’t know. It’s in our bones, in our shared DNA. It’s the call of the ancestors, of places and kin we are drawn to, whether we know the reason or not. Have you ever noticed how the places people settle are often similar to where they came from?—or why are you just ‘at home’ in some places and not others? Or some people just feel like you have known them forever although you just met.”
